Coranine

Our scouts report the Zerg have overtaken your defenses on Mars colony and are approaching your homeworld, Admiral.  On behalf of the leader of our expeditionary force, Praetor Mallock, we have requested additional warships from our sector of space to assist in this battle.  They will arrive in 15 of your hours via the RiftWay.  Until then, our ships will aid you in your planet’s defense.

fleet admiral hayes

We’re very grateful to you and your people fighting at our side m’lady.  I’ve spoken with the Joint Chiefs and they are willing to release fleet command to you and the Praetor Mallock if you wish.

coranine

Very well Admiral.  Executor, you will take control of the Terrans’ fleet for the scope of this engagement.  Be cautious, the Terrans’ ships are fragile and far less potent than our own.  We must minimize their losses.

Satellites are tracking incoming.
fleet admiral hayes
Alright everyone, this is it.
Basically, the Protoss ships will be the only ‘real’ defense against the Zerg the player has.  The Terran ships are highly ineffective.  Dropships will be rigged with simple ballistic weapons, warships have only missiles.  As this is earth of the distant past, the particle beam and tachyon beam technology is not present.  Hayes must survive in his command ship.  Terran ships will also appear to replace losses if the losses are too substantial.  This is humanity’s last stand though, so every ship that could be in space is there, standard military or civilian transport rigged with weapons.  The objective is to prevent the Zerg from destroying any of the three defense net facilities as that would greatly hamper tactical effectiveness and coordination of the Terran fleet.

Second wave is incoming, bearing one eight zero mark three zero

coranine

You fight bravely, Terrans.  You would impress even Tassadar with your resilience.

Third wave tracking, same vector.

fleet admiral hayes

(If any of the three facilities takes a lot of damage)  This is Fleet Admiral Hayes to fleet.  One of the facilities is taking heavy fire.  Move reinforcements to engage Roaches as soon as available.

RiftWay distortion detected sir.

fleet admiral hayes

No disrespect intended, Ambassador, but it’s about bloody time.
Once the 15 hours (Timer 15:00 is up), a Riftway opens and a substantial Protoss force emerges.  It tears up nearby Zerg.
judicator Drealan
Mallock, you have done well.  You have proven your worth in battle against the Zerg and demonstrated your bravery.  You do honor to our kind.
mallock

The honor is mine, Judicator.  These Terrans have the courage of the best of us.  I am privileged to fight alongside them.

drealan

That is…reassuring.  Prepare your ships for departure.  If these Terrans are as brave and strong-willed as you say, they will have little difficulty routing the Zerg on their own.

mallock

(Concerned) I do not understand.

Drealan

I am withdrawing our forces to Aiur by the authority of the Conclave.  That is all you need to understand, Praetor.  Now…(I’ll ask nice one more time)  Prepare your ships for departure.

Mallock
Judicator, please, the Zerg will overrun the Terrans without our aid.  We will be leaving them to die.
drealan

(Showing anger one of the few times he loses composure)  You will order your fleet to depart, or I’ll strip you of your rank, and issue the order to Coranine!  (Core-ah-Neen) What is your decision?!
mallock

(After a quick screen shift to a cinematic of Terran ships being blown out of the sky by Zerg)  This is Mallock to all ships, we are returning to Aiur. (Com out)  May Adun forgive me.

The Protoss ships begin to leave.  This section is key, there needs to be very apropos, very intense and somber music playing, the whole mood of the scene depends on that.  It may still end up being “Nothing Else Matters.”  As the ships start leaving, Zerg pretty much ignore the Protoss and tear into the earth fleet.  Muffled in the background.

captain #1

Um…We’re showing all Protoss ships moving toward the Riftway sir.

upl defense net

All Protoss ships are leaving, repeat, all Protoss ships are leaving.

captain #2

We can’t hold them back, we can’t hold them back!  May day, May day!

captain #3

Where are they going?  Why the hell are they leaving now?

UPL GNN

Reporting live from the battlefront, we are observing the Protoss appear to be retreating…yes it’s confirmed, the Protoss are leaving the solar system.  We’re waiting for comment from Fleet Admiral Hayes but yes, the Protoss have abandoned the engagement.

CUT TO:
INT: Mallock’s Command Ship

As the music subsides, there will be no additional music playing.  Mallock is standing on the bridge with some Zealots.

fleet admiral hayes

This is Fleet Admiral Hayes to the Elen en Estel (Ell-en Ehn Ehs-tell), please respond.  We cannot maintain our defenses without your help.  (Begging)  Please…please…respond.

Zealot Pilot

Your will, Praetor?

mallock

(Knows what he’s doing is wrong, already knows he is damned, and is mad at himself for doing it anyway)  Proceed into the Riftway.
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
